Sodexo recognised with BHA Environment Award 
 
 
Sodexo was honoured at this year’s British Hospitality Association’s (BHA) annual 

luncheon with the presentation of the BHA’s Environment Award. 
 

The BHA selected Sodexo, a leading food and facilities management services provider, for its Group 

Environmental Award in recognition of the commitment it has shown to measuring and managing its approach 

to environmental issues.  

 

Sodexo’s efforts have included the reduction of packaging waste, fuel consumption of site vehicles and energy
